What does it mean for us to be human? 
 

      According to it’s website the Templeton Foundation 

says, “Valued at  $1.7 million the prize is one of the 

world’s largest annual awards given to an individual and 

honors a living person who has made exceptional 

contributions to affirming life’s spiritual dimension, 

whether through insight, discovery, or practical works.” 

     The 2015 winner of the Templeton Award, Jean Vanier 

in remarks prepared for the announcement said, “ Before 

being Christians or Jews or Muslims, before being 

Americans or Russians or Africans, before being generals 

or priests, rabbis or imams, before having visible or 

invisible disabilities, we are all human beings capable of 

loving.” 

     That being said, since those of us who are reading this 

are baptized Christians, how then is the fleshing out of our 

baptismal promises motivating us in terms of not only an 

inner capability of loving but most importantly the exterior 

culpability of its witness? 

     Vanier said in his acceptance speech, ”Community is 

the place where we rub up against one another’s sore 

spots.” To me that speaks volumes about the lens through 

which we view ourselves to be a “Faith Community” and 

the transformation that can take place when we truly 

embrace the opportunity to rub up against one another’s 

sore spots.  

      

 
 

     To embrace this vision reminds me that, though our 

procession to this sacred space begins from different walks 

of life, cultures and experiences, here we find a unified 

sense of mission as we come to share in the Eucharist, to be 

broken and shared for others, as Jesus is for us. Is this not 

what it means for us, to be fully human and fully alive? Is 

this not what it means, to fulfill the challenge that we not 

only lift up those whom we rub up against but in doing so, 

lift up ourselves? So it may be that our birth into the human 

family makes us capable of loving, but, by virtue of being 

initiated into what it means to be Christian, we come to 

appreciate the culpability for witnessing to life’s spiritual 

dimension through practical works and application.

simple guidelines:   

What sells? 

 Biscotti, Breads, Brownies, Cakes, Candies, Cookies,  

Cobblers, Cupcakes, Ethnic Specialties, Fudge,  Muffins, 

Pastries, Pies, Scones, and Tarts. 
 

Ingredients and portions 

1. Anything goes—just list the ingredients 

2. Create products for special diets, label accordingly: low 

sugar; sugar free; low carb; no cholesterol; low fat; no eggs; 

no nuts; gluten-free 

3. Prepare different portions—12 cupcakes and 2 packs of 6 

cupcakes; split 2 pounds of fudge into 1-pound, ½-pound, 

and two 4-ounce bags 
 

Labeling 

1. Put a name on your product (i.e., Pumpkin bread, Oatmeal 

cookies) 

2. Provide a list of ingredients or the actual recipe 

3. Offer food product care and storage information 

4. Advise if previously frozen 

  

Packaging 

1. Package so items are easy to see, easy to carry, and secure 

in packaging  

2. Make it pretty! Use: Baskets, Plates—ceramic, glass, sturdy 

plastic; slide it into a Ziploc; Gladware or  foilware with see-

through covers; Tins with plastic 

wrap to display the product;  etc.
