You may have read recently that Cardinal Sean
O’Malley has been appointed by Pope Francis to the
Vatican Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith or
CDF. This is in addition to his position as Archbishop
of Boston. Since 2001 the CDF has been responsible
for prosecuting cases under Church law for priests
charged with sexual abuse. Last June Pope Francis
expanded this to cover accountability for bishops and
Catholic Superiors who covered up abuse. With
Cardinal Sean playing a significant role in the Vatican
Commission for the Protection of Minors, it seems
logical for him to have a seat on the CDF. Please
keep him and these commissions in your prayers as
they move forward with this important work.
