FROM  FR . FRAN   

 One of the joys of the Easter season is the celebration of 

the Sacraments of Initiation, namely Baptism, Eucharist 

and Confirmation.  All over the world new adult Catholics 

celebrated these sacraments at the Easter Vigil, and now 

young people who were baptized as infants will celebrate 

First Eucharist and Confirmation according to the customs 

of their particular dioceses. 

 Here in the Archdiocese of Boston we usually celebrate 

First Eucharist  when children reach the second grade or 

higher, with Confirmation usually coming in the middle 

high school years. 

While wonderful moments in the spiritual growth of 

youngsters, for some reason we tend to equate the reception 

of the sacraments with advancing in the faith in a ñgradedò 

way.  This is especially true of Confirmation, which we 

often see as an achievement of adulthood in the Church.  

However, Confirmation is much more than a rite of 

passage, as  a brief look into the current and ancient history 

of the Sacraments of Initiation will show. 

 In the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA), 

which governs the current practice of initiation in the 

Roman Catholic Church, all three Sacraments of Initiation 

are celebrated at once, with Confirmation coming before 

Eucharist, in accord with its ancient origins.  (There is a 

move in many dioceses to restore this order for young 

people as well). 

The ñstand-aloneò celebration of Confirmation for 

young people with which we are familiar has been floating 

around in the sacramental practice of the church in the 

United States for many years.  (In my experience, seventh 

and eighth graders were confirmed together.  Perhaps your 

experience was similar). 

The original split of the Sacraments of Initiation from 

one another had more to do with the availability of the 

local bishop than any theological reason.  In the early 

church it was the bishop who presided over initiation into 

the faith and, while there was some baptism of children, the 

normal practice was to baptize, confirm and share the 

Eucharist with adults. 

As Christianity spread, it was logistically impossible 

for bishops to continue this practice. Delegation was given 

to the parish priest to baptize and administer the Eucharist, 

while the Rite of Confirmation was reserved for when the 

bishop would be able to visit a parish.  Itôs easy to see that, 

over time, this separation developed into what we have 

today, with infants being baptized, young children sharing 

the Eucharist, and older children, teenagers, receiving the 

Sacrament of Confirmation, which, in many places, is still 

reserved to the bishop or a priest designated by the bishop. 

      

     This separation never took place in the Eastern Rite 

Catholic Church.  So, to this day, whether adult or 

newborn, a candidate for initiation receives all three 

sacraments together. In the West there has been a shift to 

reclaim this unity of the Sacraments of Initiation which the 

East never lost. While acknowledging the common practice 

of baptizing infants, the revised rites of the Roman Catholic 

Church continue the ancient tradition of the primacy of the 

initiation of adults. 

Regardless of when and at what stage of a personôs 

life the Sacraments of Initiation are celebrated, their 

theological and spiritual purpose is to unite an individual 

with the power of the Holy Spirit working within them and 

the Church. 

Pope Francis put this very well when responding 

recently to a question posed by a young girl named 

Carlotta.  She asked: ñWhen we are baptized, we become 

children of God. People who arenôt baptized, are they not 

children of God?ò  After first asking Carlotta what her 

heart was telling her, (which was yes, they too are children 

of God), Francis explained that everyone is a child of God 

even though sometimes some people ñprefer to behave like 

children of the devilò. 

He continued: ñ God created everyone, loves everyone 

and put in everyoneôs heart a conscience so they would 

recognize what is good and distinguish it from what is 

bad.ò The difference, he said, is that ñwhen you were 

baptized, the Holy Spirit entered into that conscience and 

reinforced your belonging to God and, in that sense you 

became more of a daughter of God because youôre a child 

of God like everyone, but with the strength of the Holy 

Spirit.ò 

So let us pray that the young women and men of our 

parish, as they prepare to receive the sacraments of 

Eucharist and Confirmation, may welcome the Holy Spirit 

into their lives each day as they grow in the knowledge and 

love of God.  May the sacraments they receive strengthen 

them and have a deep and lasting effect upon their lives.  

May they continue to grow into the children of God whom 

God created them to be.
